Please review the below material prior to making a donation.  
 

What items can I donate?  
Child Life Services makes use of a variety of items however, please take note of the following 
guidelines:  
 - Toys & stuffed animals must be new with tags or in original packaging  
 - New or gently used books are accepted  
 - Homemade blankets are accepted but must be washed with perfume-free detergent  
 - Items with religious content (i.e. crosses, symbols, etc.) are NOT accepted.

How do I drop off my items?
